2.  DECLARATIONS OF INTERESTS IN ITEMS ON AGENDA: None
3.  MINUTES  MEETING HELD 28.11.11 were approved.
4.  REPORT FROM COUNTY COUNCILLOR:    Cllr. Perry reported the “Huffcap” sign will be removed and that in future the parish council will be notified of any proposed similar notices.  Kissing gate to stile by The Dale has been delivered and will be installed by the landowner. WCC budget is under discussion and decision to be made in February 2012.  Henley Library will be moved to the Methodist Hall in Henley; unemployment for S. Warwickshire is less than 1%.  Councillors requested the clearance of  the footpaths along A3400 between Henley College and school playing fields and from Yew Tree Farm to the river.  Cllr. Davies reported the path by Navigation Hill to Bearley is now completely overgrown.
5.  REPORT FROM DISTRICT COUNCILLORS.  Cllr. Matheou reported on proposed development at Field Farm and agreement from Mr. Walton to meet with Cllr. Matheou, Mr. Evans and Cllr. Lawton.  Date to be arranged.  Cllr. Matheou reported on Henley Library and its move to the Methodist Hall; road and traffic situation on A3400 by Tesco.
Cllr. Thirlwell reported on SDC Budget moving towards 0% increase in Council Tax; Stratford to be included in second tranche for local TV; details of provision of superfast broadband and support from parish councils via grant funding from the National Lottery, 

6.  PARISH PLAN.  Cllr. Holt reported that Phil Ward, Housing Enabling Offer WRCC,  is awaiting January publication of SDC Core Strategy and will be in touch after this.  Cllr. Emberson reported on Destination Tourism meeting he had attended in Stratford.
7.  ANNUAL REPORT.  The Parish Council Annual Report 2011 has been completed and will be published on the website shortly.
8.  HENLEY/STUDLEY COMMUNITY FORUM  Four members of the Parish Council  attended the Community Forum meeting held 15.12.11.  Representatives from the Police and NHS were present. Discussions took place regarding traffic issues, crime and NHS modus operandi in Warwickshire and Worcestershire.
9.  HENLEY LIBRARY.  The Chairman invited Mrs. Judith Lindley, Chairman Henley Community Library,  to speak.  Mrs. Lindley outlined in detail the move to Henley Methodist Church Hall.  The Parish Council is prepared to support funding in principle.
