2.  DECLARATIONS OF INTERESTS IN ITEMS ON AGENDA: None.
3.  MINUTES  MEETING HELD 25.07.11 were approved.
4.  REPORT FROM COUNTY COUNCILLOR.    Cllr. Matheou (SDC) reported on behalf of Cllr. Perry on Henley Library.  The business plan and accounts have been completed and are now being considered by WCC and it is hoped to hear from them next month on the proposal to move the Library from The Guildhall to the Police Station.
5.  REPORT FROM DISTRICT COUNCILLORS.  Cllr. Thirlwell reported on direction signs for the “Huff Cap” pub.  This matter is now with Enforcement and Cllr. Thirlwell will report back.  It is hoped action on JPH Car Sales will be reported by the end of August.

Cllr. Matheou reported on site visit by English Heritage, WCC Archeologist, SDC, WWPC and Mr. Evans to County Monument WA 176.  Cllr. Lawton on behalf of the Parish Council and Mr. Evans, landowner, gave approval for Cllr. Matheou to request an investigation of this site by WCC Archeology Department.
