The Chairman opened the meeting at 6.42pm

1.   APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE Received from Cllr. Thirlwell.

2.   DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST. None

3.   MINUTES OF MEETING HELD 26.09.11 were approved.

4.   CO-OPTION OF PARISH COUNCILLOR.  Mr. Derek Hill was co-opted to the Parish Council and signed the Declaration of Acceptance of Office.
 6.   REPORT FROM DISTRICT COUNCILLOR.  The Chairman invited Cllr. Matheou to give his report first as he would leave early  to attend Henley’s parish council meeting.  Cllr. Matheou reported recent site meeting at County Monument WA 176 with Warwickshire County Archaeologist who advised there was nothing of significance there and any further investigation would be at the council’s expense.  The chairman on behalf of the parish council declined this.  He thanked Cllr. Matheou for his interest and sought assurance the Monument would still be protected by English Heritage.  
5.   REPORT FROM COUNTY COUNCILLOR.  Cllr. Perry reported there had been no objection by the Highways Department to the application submitted by JHP Motors;  the Cabinet had approved the business plan submitted for the Library, discussions were still ongoing and the parish council would be kept up to date; manhole covers had been stolen; Youth Club will hear outcome of their bid for grant at the end of  October and good results with re-cycling scheme in Warwickshire.
7.   PARISH PLAN. i.   Affordable Housing. Cllr. Holt gave an update that 5 possible sites for affordable housing had been identified to Phil Ward, WRCC.  Discussions are taking place with SDC and WRCC about charges for pre-application advice. ii. Environment.  Mr. Alcock had suggested a watching brief be kept to look at potential issues regarding the environment and identification to be made for any particular community project – a short project could be a 1 day litter picking exercise.  Seymour Fieldhouse Trustees are in the very early stages of looking at installation of solar heating for the Seymour Fieldhouse Homes  iii. Business and Tourism.  Cllr. Emberson reported he will attend the second Tourism Group meeting.
8.   BROADBAND.  Cllr. Emberson reported broadband cables are being updated.
9.   HENLEY & STUDLEY COMMUNITY FORUM MEETING.  Cllr. Emberson reported on poorly attended Forum meeting held 06.10.11. with no major interest for Wootton Wawen.  He will attend the agenda planning meeting on 07.11.11 for the next Forum meeting to be held in December.
10. WALC LIAISON MEETING.  Cllr. Lawton reported discussion took place on libraries; parish council clustering for which there was little support; WALC budget and increase in subscription of 4.5%.
11. MINOR MAINTENANCE WORK. Work has been carried out satisfactorily by Jon Vale.  The clerk is to invoice the brewery for £30 for work carried out to clear the ditch by the Bull’s Head as this had not been undertaken by then despite repeated requests to the Licensee.
12. PLANNING:

a). Applications received from: i.  11/02092/FUL Mr. S. Sleep, Council Yard, Pennyford Lane.  Erection of 1.5m high security fence and planting of hawthorn screening hedge on both sides of fence.  The PC comments that although this is an improvement the use of the land remains unclear – will this site require change of usage?  Sight lines for traffic are poor and this could create an accident blackspot.  Also at the moment the posts between sections of the fence are 2m high.  Will the height of these be reduced?

ii. 11/01897/FUL. Mrs. J. Pigott. 6 School Hill Cottages, Stratford Road.  Proposed erection of boundary wall and gates and a detached garage to the rear. The parish council would query the height of the garage roof and possible impact this could have on properties to 
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the rear.  The council would also query the safety of the access.

iii. Amendment to 11/013116/OUT Qualitas Consultants, Field Farm, Pennyford Lane.

b). Planning Approval granted to: i. 11/01761/LBC Mr. J. Carson, Travellers Rest, Stratford Road.  Relocation of boiler into garage.  Insertion of balance flue in wall of garage

ii. 11/01985/AGNOT Silesbourne Farm.  No objections raised by SDC.

 iii. 11/001270/FUL M. Sauders, 7 The Crescent, Salters Lane.  Engineering operation to create pond (retrospective).

iv. British Waterways, Edstone Aqueduct, Salters Lane installation of Transport Trust red wheel plaque onto the wingwall of the aquduct.  iv.  11/00403/FUL Mrs. L. Bishton, Land adjoining 8 The Crescent, Salters Lane.  Erection of a stable block.

c). Planning Refusal.  11/01226/LDE Mr. J. Kane, The Stables, Stratford Road.  The stationing of a mobile home for residential use and change of use of the associated land to domestic purposes (in connection with the residential use of the mobile home).
