Cllr. Thirlwell reported on local TV meetings and a bid will be put forward if licence is granted. Consultation Draft Core Strategy to be published by SDC in January and work is being undertaken on superfast Broadband.  Field Farm Planning Application will possibly be heard in November; no decision yet on JHP application; Huff Cap signs are being dealt with by WCC.  Cllr. Davies expressed her concern at the number of signs in the village.

Also customer space is not easy to access with so many parked cars.  The parish council would like to suggest 20 – 25 cars parked on the forecourt would be more appropriate
