2.  DECLARATIONS OF INTERESTS IN ITEMS ON AGENDA: None.
3.  MINUTES MEETING HELD 18.04.11 were approved.
The Chairman stated the District Councillors’ reports would be taken as the next agenda item.    4.  REPORT FROM DISTRICT COUNCILLORS. Cllr. Thirwell reported on the Library Service, deferred decision on allocation of bonus payment for new homes, ongoing work by SDC on Local Development Framework and the publication of the 3rd draft of the Core Structure and Sustainability Appraisal in October 2011for public consultation.  Cllr. Thirlwell concluded his report by congratulating Cllr. Lawton on his appointment as chairman of the Parish Council and thanked Cllr. Bacchus for his previous work as chairman.  Cllr. Emberson congratulated Cllr. Thirlwell on his appointment as Deputy Leader of Stratford District Council.
Cllr. Matheou reported his allocation to the Overview and Scrutiny Committee and substitute to West Planning Committee, SDC.  Cllr. Matheou then reported on options for Henley Library and will give the pc feedback on tourism and business opportunities.  Cllr. Lawton congratulated Cllr. Matheou on his election as District Councillor.
5.  REPORT FROM COUNTY COUNCILLOR:  Cllr. Perry reported on Library service, police, bus service, the appointment of new contractor for road repairs, Henley Youth Club, jetting of drains at Pennyford Lane and Mayswood Road and parking at Pennyford Lane which will be discussed at the next meeting.  Cllr. Bacchus requested strimming round road sign on junction of the Warwick Road and Pettiford Lane as this is a potential hazard.    
6.  PARISH PLAN.  Cllr. Emberson had nothing to report.
7.  HOUSING NEEDS SURVEY:  Cllr. Holt (Vice Chairman) reported the arrangements for the Affordable Housing Open Morning on June 11 were being finalised and that informal meetings had been held with Mr. Phil Ward, Rural Housing Enabler.
